Objectives

Greenman, Sam, Nico, Stella and their other forest friends
introduce children to a delightful English-speaking world through
stories and songs. Activities focus on developing independence,
fine and gross motor skills, coommunication skills and social and
emotional skills. The integrated curriculum encourages pupils to
make connections to concepts they are learning in other subject
areas, so that they study English as a means of learning about the
world around them.

Methodology

This pre-primary period is one of the most important times for
learning in a child’s life. Greenman and the Magic Forest provides
a unique, varied and enjoyable first English experience by
stimulating young children’s natural curiosity and desire to learn.

Greenman and the Magic Forest follows a holistic approach,
teaching English as part of the children’s overall learning and
development. The lesson structure lends itself naturally to English
acquisition. It features:

+ aunique topic and story for each unit, with a unit value and
emotion (such as ‘caring for friends’ and feeling worried’),
contrasting concepts (such as near and far) and relevant
vocabulary to enhance all themes;

Big Book stories

Reading in class should be a shared experience, and reading
stories aloud from the Big Book mimics the way children engage
with stories in their first language (L1). By interacting with stories,
children develop essential oral language skills and learn to
concentrate, follow a plot and ask questions.

» You can use the story time chant to transition into story time,
so that children know what to expect each time you open the
Big Book:

» You could also create a comfortable story corner, with cushions,
where pupils go to listen to a story.

« When you take out the Big Book, convey excitement with your
facial expressions and comments — your enthusiasm for reading
will be contagious.

« While reading the story, pause throughout and interact with
the pupils. Point to pictures in the book to elicit vocabulary, e.g.

Encourage pupils to count items, identify
shapes, or repeat a word or phrase from the story when you
point to it.

» Where necessary, you can use L. If the children identify a picture
or concept in L1, nod your head for positive reinforcement and
say the word in English.

You can choose to read the stories from the Big Book yourself, or

use the audio track. You can also show the animated story video
to engage children and support understanding. In addition, each
Lesson 3 has a pop-out activity, which reinforces comprehension
of the story.

At the end of the unit, revisit the story to consolidate the language
and values that have been learnt.

Choose a lesson closing routine or routines to end the class.

After the pupils have finished tidying up and have sat down

in their places, be sure to have Greenman say to
individual pupils, saying each child’s name if there is time.

Sing the Goodbye song as a group, with or without the audio
track (see page 21).

Ring a bell, tap a triangle or shake a tambourine to signal that it
is the end of English class and time to line up.

Chant and
clap for each syllable. Repeat and encourage pupils to join in by
clapping the rhythm.

Have pupils line up and encourage them to say a word in English
as they leave. They can give you a ‘high five’ or a thumbs up’
after they say their word. You can hold up a flashcard as a prompt
and whisper the word, depending on the needs of your pupils.
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
