It requires readers to read with expression and active engagement.
Group Reading: Students are encouraged to read in front of their peers.

Stage Reading: It provides students with a stage to satisfy their desire
to perform.

As a simplified form of drama, Reader’s Theater needs no memorization
of lines or preparation of scenery.

It guides the audience to create an imaginary scene.

Level-appropriate speaking parts are assigned, so everyone can have
fun and succeed.

Every student has a script that can be easily performed.
